Henson provided early word that three children were found dead in their burning home. They
were killed by their father, who then set the fire and committed suicide. Shultz provided photos

and helped AP with coverage of the tragedy.

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From Ardmore, The Daily Ardmoreite provided a story that a judge ordered a man to stand
trial on charges that he strangled his wife.

The Oklahoman contributed a story on the preliminary report from the National
Transportation Safety Board showing that the airplane that crashed near Antlers,
killing four people, made a U-turn and a quick descent before disappearing from
radar. The newspaper also contributed a story about a $200-million beef processing
plant to be built in the Oklahoma Panhandle could be financially harmful to the beef
industry, an industry analyst said.

The Tulsa World’s Oklahoma Poll, in conjunction with Tulsa TV station KOTV,
showed Gov. Brad Henry with a lead of more than 40 percentage points over

R Republican challenger Ernest Istook. Another World story was about a new poll
casting doubt on Republican hopes of winning control of the Oklahoma Senate for
the first time in state history.

Dave Koester of Oklahoma City’s KOCO had the story when Republican school
superintendent candidate Bill Crozier said old textbooks should be placed under
students’ desks for use as protection in case of a school shooting. Koester also
provided information when classes were dismissed early at Mustang High School
after threatening messages were found two days in a row in a restroom.

Also from KOCO: Jesse Hamilton and Jason Oden provide first word when Dayton Tire Plant
workers were told they'll be laid off at the end of October as the plant prepares to shut down.

The Norman Transcript had the story about a couple of local residents who launched an
imaginary political campaign to emphasis how superficial many campaigns are.

A story from the Enid News & Eagle detailed the investigation into whether drugs were
involved in a traffic accident that killed six people.

Chris Russell of Tulsa television station KOTV provided details when a triple shooting in
Sapulpa left one dead and two critically injured. He also had early word of misdemeanor
negligent homicide charges being filed against the drivers of two boats involved in a collision on
Grand Lake in July that killed a Georgia man.

Russell also had the story of a man who was arrested after shooting at his roommate following
an argument over their pit bull puppy.

The McAlester News-Capital provided a story about prosecutors filing an embezzlement
charge against former city manager Randy Green, who is already serving time after a federal
embezzlement conviction.

Kevin King of Tulsa’s KTUL TV had the information when Broken Arrow schools were placed
on lock down as police chased two men suspected of stealing knives from the Bass Pro Shops
through the neighborhood.

campus. King also shared information about two men m
who tried to kidnap a 10-year-old from a school bus
stop in east Tulsa and the boy’'s escape.

From Lawton, the Constitution had a story about the setting of a court martial for a Fort Sill
soldier accused of attempted murder and aggravated assault, among other charges.

Beth Myers of Oklahoma City radio station KTOK had the story of a Shawnee police officer
returning to work after possibly being given tainted food at a local Taco Bell.

Also from KTOK, News Director Jerry Bohnen provided quick reports when Oklahoma
County Commissioner Brent Rinehart asked the FBI to investigate Sheriff John Whetsel on
allegations of mistreatment of county jail inmates.

When law enforcement officers arrested a Louisiana woman after she allegedly took her two
sons from their father's car, The Shawnee News-Star provided a story to AP.

In his first days on the job, new Tulsa correspondent Justin Juozapavicius made
the national wires with a takeout on the lone holdout resident refusing to sell his home
to make way for a major athletic village planned at Oklahoma State University with a
$165 million gift from oil baron alum T. Boone Pickens.

Juozapavicus also did a report on the double-fatal traffic crash caused when a state
trooper performed a U-turn on the busy Will Rogers Turnpike near Claremore.

Christina Good Voice had the story when descendants of black slaves who have lived with the Cherokee
Indian tribe for more than a century said they were outraged at an attempt to exclude all non-Indians from the
tribe.

Newsman Tim Talley produced a story about two wrongly convicted men whose tale forms the basis of a new
book by John Grisham. One of the men came within days of being executed for a murder he did not commit.

Talley developed a nice, quirky story for the national wire about an unusual safety suggestion from a school
superintendent’s candidate: children should be given thick textbooks to shield themselves in the event of a
school shooting.

Sean Murphy had the story on a study by the University of
Oklahoma indicating improved lung function in smokers who
take cholesterol-lowering statin drugs.

Judi Boland wrote about a small band of women who
compete professionally in the ultimate male dominated sport -
bull riding.

Ron Jenkins was busy during October with stories leading up to the general election. He spent time on the
road with the gubernatorial candidates, going to Duncan with Gov. Brad Henry and to Skiatook and other
northeast Oklahoma locations with Republican Rep. Ernest Istook.

RSS, or Real Simple Syndication, is a fast-growing Internet format that allows news and other content providers to
supply continuously updated information in a way that can be easily used within personal web journals and by RSS
news reader programs and some Web browsers.

By itself, an RSS feed is nothing more than text surrounded by computer code. But combined with an RSS news reader
or similar software, RSS becomes a powerful tool allowing readers to easily keep abreast of the latest news and
information from multiple web sites.

News readers commonly display headlines in a small application that appears on a reader's computer desktop. RSS
news readers differ from Web browsers in that headlines are updated continuously, without any need for the reader to
refresh the page. A single news reader can display headlines from dozens of different Web sites.

Clicking on a headline in an RSS news reader opens that story in the reader's preferred browser. RSS can also be used
to add content to a personal Web journal, or Web log (blog).
